Right now, in South Carolina, military retirees under the age of 65 
can claim state tax exemptions of up to $14,600. Retirees who are 
over 65, can claim an exemption of 
up to $27,000. 
 
This could change under the Work-
force Enhancement and Military 
Recognition Act (H.3135). The legis-
lation would allow an individual tax 
payer who has military retirement 
income each year to deduct an amount of their South Carolina 
earned income from South Carolina taxable income equal to the 
amount of military retirement income. 
 
Essentially, veterans would not have to pay state taxes on their re-
tirement income. A handful of states such as, North Carolina and 
Florida have made this change.
